Match background

Holders FC Barcelona will look to deny Chelsea FC a final place once more and take another step towards consecutive
UEFA Champions League titles when their semi-final concludes at the Camp Nou, although they face a 1-0 first-leg
deficit after Didier Drogba's goal in first-half added time.

* For Barcelona this is their fifth straight semi-final as they look to become the first team since AC Milan in 1990 to
win consecutive European Cups. Chelsea, beaten at this stage by Barga in 2009, are still in pursuit of their first
continental crown in their sixth semi-final in nine years.

Previous meetings
» The teams have met 11 times in UEFA competition; Chelsea have four wins to Barcelona's three, with four draws.

* Their last encounter came in the ?008/09 semi-finals. After a goalless first leg, Michael Essien struck nine minutes
into the return and Barcelona lost Eric Abidal to a red card, but Andrés Iniesta's added-time goal sent them through.

* Barcelona's home record against Chelsea is W2 D3 LO, but the London club have drawn on their last three visits.
* Barcelona have won three of the clubs' four two-legged contests in the UEFA Champions League knockout phase.

* Roberto Di Matteo and Josep Guardiola were on opposing sides for the first of these UEFA Champions League
contests in 1999/2000. Di Matteo was a 71st-minute substitute in Chelsea's 3-1 home quarter-final win when Guardiola
remained on the bench, while both featured from the start in Barcelona's 5-1 second-leg success after extra time.
Carles Puyol appeared in both games, and Xavi Hernandez started the first leg but was on the bench for the return.

» The teams also met in the 1965/66 Inter-Cities Fairs Cup semi-finals, trading 2-0 home wins before Barcelona ran
out 5-0 winners in a third match at the Camp Nou.

* Barcelona are unbeaten in 15 European home fixtures dating back to October 2009, with 13 wins and two draws.
They have scored 18 goals in five home games this season.

* Barcelona's record at home to English clubs is W15 D10 L2.
* Chelsea's record away to Liga opposition is W3 D5 L5. They drew 1-1 at Valencia CF in this term's group stage.

* Barcelona's overall record against English clubs is W24 D18 L17. Their record against them in two-legged ties in
UEFA competition is W10 L9.

» Barcelona lost the 1991 UEFA Cup Winners' Cup final 2-1 to Manchester United FC but defeated Arsenal FC in the
2006 UEFA Champions League final and United in the 2009 and 2011 finals.

* Chelsea's full record against Spanish clubs is W14 D10 L6. In two-legged ties with Spanish clubs in UEFA competition,
their record is W3 L5.

» Chelsea won their first European honour by beating Real Madrid CF in the 1971 UEFA Cup Winners' Cup final in
Athens, prevailing in the replay 2-1 after a 1-1 draw.

 Barcelona have won two and lost four semi-finals against English teams, going down to Manchester United in this
competition in 2007/08. Chelsea have lost their three UEFA competition semi-finals against Spanish opponents,
including UEFA Cup Winners' Cup defeats by RCD Mallorca in 1998/99 and Real Zaragoza in 1994/95.

* Barcelona coach Guardiola lost his only semi-final against English opponents as a player, against Liverpool FC in
the 2000/01 UEFA Cup. His overall playing record against English clubs was W4 D3 L2.

» Fernando Torres scored seven goals in ten league appearances for Club Atlético de Madrid against Barcelona,
helping Atlético earn four wins and only two defeats. He twice scored doubles in Camp Nou victories but was also on
the receiving end of a 6-0 home reverse on his last appearance against Barcelona in 2007.

» Juan Mata also suffered a 6-0 reverse against Barcelona during his time with Valencia in 2007/08. He did not win
in seven Liga meetings with Barcelona but scored twice in a 3-2 Spanish Cup semi-final success in 2007/08 to secure
a 4-3 aggregate triumph.

* Oriol Romeu made 41 league appearances for Barcelona B from 2009 to 2011, playing twice for the seniors.

* Torres and Javier Mascherano were team-mates at Liverpool (2007-10); Mata and David Villa played together for
Valencia (2007-10); Ashley Cole and Cesc Fabregas were Arsenal colleagues (2003-06). Abidal was a team-mate
of Essien and Florent Malouda at Olympique Lyonnais in 2004/05.

» Mascherano played against Chelsea in the UEFA Champions League with Liverpool — winning in the 2006/07
semi-finals, losing at the same stage in 2007/08 and in the last eight in 2008/09. His overall record for Liverpool against
the London club was W3 D3 L4.

» Fabregas's record against Chelsea as an Arsenal player was W3 D4 L9. He scored twice, including on his last
appearance in the fixture, a 3-1 home league win in December 2010.

* Gerard Piqué spent four seasons in England with Manchester United from 2004-08 but did not face Chelsea.

* Iniesta struck Spain's goal in a 1-0 friendly win against Frank Lampard's England at Old Trafford in February 2007.
Spain's side also included Puyol, Xavi, Fabregas and Villa.

» Lampard hit England's winner at Wembley against Spain in the countries' most recent friendly last November. Puyol,
Piqué, Sergio Busquets, Xavi, Fabregas, Iniesta and Villa were in the Spain team, Cole also playing for England.

« Villa broke the Spanish national team scoring record with two goals past Czech Republic's Petr Cech in a UEFA
EURO 2012 qualifier in March 2011. Villa also scored Spain's late winner against Raul Meireles' Portugal in the last
16 of the 2010 FIFA World Cup.

* Daniel Sturridge faced Thiago Alcantara and Martin Montoya in England's 1-1 draw with Spain at the 2011 UEFA

Also had spells with Brescia,
Fabio Capello's Roma, Al-Ahly in Doha and Mexico's Dorados de Sinola before ending his playing career in 2006.

» Won 40 caps and Olympic footballing gold with Spain in 1992, but missed the 1998 and 2002 FIFA World Cup
tournaments through injury.

» Having coached Barcelona's B team, became the 15th Catalan-born boss of the senior team in 2008 and won the
UEFA Champions League, Spanish Liga and Copa del Rey in his first season in charge.

» Success in the 2008/09 final made Guardiola the sixth man to lift the European Cup as a player and a coach.
Barcelona followed up with victories in the Spanish and UEFA Super Cups at the start of 2009/10, going on to win
the FIFA Club World Cup and retain the Liga title.

+ Steered the Azulgrana to a third successive Liga crown and their fourth European Cup in 2010/11.

— after 42 seconds, then the fastest in the final's history — and 1998 English League Cup final victories. Scored the
only goal of another FA Cup final triumph in 1999/2000, the last final at the old Wembley.

» Having won 34 caps for Italy, Di Matteo sustained a triple leg fracture in a UEFA Cup tie against FC St Gallen early
in the 2000/01 campaign and was forced to retire in February 2002. Then-manager Claudio Ranieri asked him to lead
out the team for the 2002 FA Cup Final, which Chelsea lost to Arsenal FC.

* Took charge of MK Dons in July 2008 and, having finished third in the English third tier, was appointed by West
Brom the following summer. In his first season, led the club to second place in the Championship and promotion to
the Premier League but sacked in February 2011.

 That June Di Matteo returned to Chelsea as assistant manager to André Villas-Boas and, following the Portuguese
coach's dismissal on 4 March 2012, was appointed as interim first-team coach for the remainder of the season.

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Competition facts

UEFA Champions League knockout stage: Did you know?

» Teams have recovered from a first-leg deficit to go through on 28 occasions, including SL Benfica, APOEL FC, FC
Bayern Miinchen and Chelsea FC in this season's round of 16. Only twice — AFC Ajax's defeat of Panathinaikos FC
in the 1995/96 semi-finals and FC Internazionale Milano's win against FC Bayern Minchen in the 2010/11 round of
16 — has a side progressed after a home first-leg loss. The biggest losing margin a side has overturned was achieved
by RC Deportivo La Coruia in the 2003/04 quarter-finals when they lost 4-1 at AC Milan but won 4-0 at home.

» Twenty-one ties have been decided on away goals, including six where the triumphant team lost the first leg.

* In all, 19 ties have required extra time. Eight have been decided by extra time alone: four quarter-finals, three round
of 16 encounters and the 2007/08 semi-final between Chelsea FC and Liverpool FC.

* Eleven ties have gone to penalties, including five finals — 1996, 2001, 2003, 2005 and 2008. The first two-legged
tie decided on spot kicks was PSV Eindhoven's 4-2 win against Lyon on 13 April 2005 after a 2-2 aggregate draw.

* There has never been a knockout tie ending goalless after two legs. Ten have finished 1-0 on aggregate, most
recently Tottenham Hotspur FC's narrow victory against AC Milan in the 2010/11 round of 16.

» FC Bayern Miinchen hold the record for the biggest first-leg lead with a 5-0 success at Sporting Clube de Portugal
in the 2008/09 round of 16, eventually going through 12-1 after a 7-1 home victory in the second leg. Those two games
also featured more goals (13) over its two legs than any UEFA Champions League knockout tie.

» FC Bayern Munchen's 7-0 second-leg defeat of FC Basel 1893 in the 2011/12 round of 16 is the largest margin of
victory in a UEFA Champions League knockout match.

» The biggest winning margin in a semi-final game is three goals. AFC Ajax defeated FC Bayern Minchen 5-2 in
1994/95 second leg, while there were 4-1 victories for Juventus (1996/97 and 1997/98) and Valencia CF (1999/2000).
Six teams have won 3-0, most recently Bayern's defeat of Olympique Lyonnais in 2009/10.

* That 4-1 win for Juventus against AS Monaco FC in 1997/98 was part of the biggest aggregate semi-final score.
The principality club won 3-2 in their home return to make it ten goals in the tie.

» Bayern's 4-0 defeat of Lyon in 2009/10 is the joint biggest aggregate win in a UEFA Champions League semi-final,
equalling Juventus' 6-2 victory against Ajax in 1996/97.

» Madrid's 6-0 second-leg win against FC Zirich in 1963/64 is the biggest European Cup semi-final victory. Eintracht
Frankfurt's 12-4 success against Rangers FC in 1959/60 is the biggest aggregate total.

« Clarence Seedorf is the only player to win the European Cup with three clubs (AFC Ajax 1995, Real Madrid CF
1998, AC Milan 2003, 2007). Liverpool's Bob Paisley (1977, 1978, 1981) is the only coach to win three times.

* Ottmar Hitzfeld (Borussia Dortmund 1997, Bayern 2001), Ernst Happel (Feyenoord 1970, Hamburger SV 1983) and
José Mourinho (FC Porto 2004, FC Internazionale Milano 2010) are the only coaches to win the trophy with two clubs.

* No team has successfully defended the UEFA Champions League trophy with AC Milan (1989, 1990) the last club
to win consecutive European Champion Clubs' Cups. Milan (1994, 1995), AFC Ajax (1995, 1996), Juventus (1996,
1997) and Manchester United (2008, 2009) have all returned to the final as holders only to lose.

* Only two teams have ever won the UEFA Champions League on home soil: Borussia Dortmund (1997, final in
Munich) and Juventus (1996, final in Rome), while Manchester United FC lost the 2011 final in London. Five teams
won Champion Clubs' Cup finals on home soil: Real Madrid CF (1957), FC Internazionale Milano (1965), Manchester
United FC (1968), AFC Ajax (1972) and Liverpool FC (1978), while Stade de Reims Champagne (1956), AS Roma
(1984) and FC Barcelona (1986) all lost finals in their own country.
